6. Invasive Species and Pets

“Invasive species are organisms that are introduced into a non-native ecosystem and

which cause, or are likely to cause, harm to the economy, environment or human health.”
(www.fws.gov/invasives/) Other names used are non-native species, introduced species,

exotic species or invasive species. Invasive plants and animals can create serious challenges

for plants and animals located where they move in. Often they prey upon other species,

have no natural enemies and compete with the native wildlife. One way that non-native

species are introduced into a new environment is by people letting pets (like aquarium fish

and snakes) from other countries or from other parts of the same country into a local lake, stream,
or pond when they get tired of them.
